On behalf of Institute of Air & Space Law, McGill University, Montreal, Canada; the National Law University, Delhi; and, the International Foundation for Aviation, Aerospace and Development (India Chapter), we are pleased to inform you that your abstract has been accepted for oral presentation at the Third International Conference on Law and Regulation of Air Transport and Space Applications scheduled to be held from 4 – 6 December 2011 at the National Law University, New Delhi, India.

 

I know that you have been working very hard in preparing for the Workshop and International Conference on Air Law and Space Applications. It is gratifying to know that there has been a very enthusiastic repose pursuant to our Call for Papers. 
 
However, we have been informed by Prof. Paul Dempsey, Director, Institute of Air & Space Law (IASL), McGill University that the administrative staff of McGill has been on strike for the last four weeks. They are prohibited by Quebec law to hire anyone to assist them. This has added an extensive amount of work for their academic staff.  More importantly, no one seems to know how long the strike may last.
 
Given this situation, the Director, IASL, McGill University has decided to circumscribe their outreach activities, and concentrate on their teaching program. I hope you understand our situation, and  the need to postpone this event.  We look forward to a successful Workshop and International Conference on Air Law and Space Applications at the next appointed date.
